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Dear Marching Band Parents and Students, 

Band camp starts Monday, July 27th and there are a few things you should start thinking about this week to make sure you are ready.  

First, HYDRATION: you need 64 oz. of water each day. Start hydrating, NOW!  The more you are hydrated the better you will fare during the hot days of camp.  Yes, it will be hot, and most of your days will be outside.  

Secondly, SUN PROTECTION:  You will need to bring a hat to wear during outside practice.  The Band Ball Cap you will order will be used exclusively for performances and should not be worn during rehearsals, so you’ll need to bring a hat each day for practice.  You should also bring sunscreen to be applied and reapplied throughout the day.    

Third, TENNIS SHOES!  You will be on your feet, standing or marching, while you learn the show.  A good pair of shoes will save your feet and legs. 

Fourth, Medication: if your student will need Tylenol, Motrin or any prescription medication during marching season you will need to bring an unopened bottle or prescription bottle and required forms in a zip locked bag. Contact Leigh Darcy for the forms.

 

Lastly, each student will be asked to bring in supplies that will be used all throughout the Marching Season.  See the Supply List below to determine based on your instrument section what items you will be asked to contribute.

Band camp starts Monday, July 27th and there are a few more things you'll need to know for band camp.  

Arrival times first day of camp

7am Section Leaders

7:15 am New Marchers
8am Returning Marchers
Pick up 5pm everyday

Start time for rest of camp is 7am.

PARENTS We would like all Parents, especially of New Marchers, to come in for Camp check-in. Check-in will be comprised of a number of stations where you will: drop off water and food products, verify your contact information, marchers will be measured for shoes, gloves and jackets and of course make any remaining payments for camp.  We have numbered the check in stations to help ensure you complete each activity.  As you arrive at Kettle Run, drop off your case of water and the designated camp products (i.e. plates, cups or drink mixes) first and follow the station numbers. Please label with your marchers name on items. Once you have completed all stations, marchers should find their section leader in the band room and wait for instructions. This process should take under an hour.
​Marchers, please note you will be fitted for your uniforms within the first few days of camp.  In order to fit students properly, marchers should wear a T-shirt and gym shorts each day until you have been fitted for your uniform.  Also, any student with long hair will need to be prepared to put hair up to properly fit the shako.  

Parents, if you think your student will need Tylenol or Motrin or any other medicine during the marching season you will need to drop off a small bottle of an unopened medicine, with the required form attached, during registration.  The medication should be in a Ziploc bag with the student's name written on the bag.

Remember to hydrate, bring a water bottle, a hat and your sunscreen.  See you at camp!
